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② Joint Intake Exercise (JIE) 

The Joint Intake Exercise is conducted after the release of the N-Level results. 
• Application Period – December and January 
• Intake – January 
 

A) JIE ‘N’ for the 2-Year Nitec/ 3-year Higher Nitec Courses 
o 2 or more GCE N(T) Level pass 
o Admission is based on Best 4 subjects, including prerequisite subjects and bonus 

points 
o 2-Year Nitec or 3-Year Higher Nitec Courses 
o Full-Time Education course 

 
B) JIE ‘E’ for the 3-Year Nitec Courses with Enhanced Nitec Foundation Programme 

o 0 or 1 GCE N(T) Level pass 
o 3-Year Nitec Courses with Enhanced Nitec Foundation Programme 

 
Students may apply for Nitec courses under both the JIE ‘N’ and JIE ‘E’ intake exercises. However, 
you can only receive one offer from either intake exercises.  
 
GCE ‘N’ Level holders applying for admission to full-time Nitec/Higher Nitec courses must first 
satisfy the entry requirements including passes in the prerequisite subjects for the courses 
applied. Admission is merit-based, and posting to a course is based on aggregate of best 4 GCE 
‘N’ Level subjects, including prerequisite subjects and bonus points where applicable and is 
subjected to availability of vacancies.

5   Higher Nitec Certification - Enhanced Three-Year Curricular Structure 

Starting with selected courses from Academic Year 2022, the Institute of Technical Education (ITE) 

will introduce a new enhanced three-year curricular structure leading directly to a Higher Nitec 

certification. The enhanced curricular structure seeks to equip ITE graduates with deeper industry-

relevant skills for employment, as well as provide a stronger foundation for further education and 

skills upgrading over the course of their careers.  

 

Currently, students who enter Nitec courses in ITE will complete 2 years of Nitec education. Many 

will continue with 2 more years of training and attain a Higher Nitec qualification. Under the 

enhanced ITE curricular structure, students who enter ITE will be able to complete a Higher Nitec in 

three years. This is possible due to the streamlining of the Nitec and Higher Nitec curricula to remove 

overlapping competencies. Students will also experience two Industry Attachments (IA), one in Year 

2 and another in Year 3. The two IA stints will be better integrated in terms of learning outcomes and 

the honing of workplace competencies.
